4. Exhibitions

Several models of bat boxes and bat detectors
were exhibited. Leaflets, posters, shirts and
stickers were distributed after the conferences.
A harp trap was exhibited and its function
explained after conferences.

After a light
dinner, groups of 20 people walked listening bats with bat detectors.
